Presiding Commissioner Motsinger welcomed the group and stated the purpose of the meeting was to
discuss the potential granting of chapter 100 bonds of the proposed MFA project: a high speed grain unloading
facility in connection with the Union Pacific Railroad.  This is the largest single project MFA has attempted. 

David Martin with Gilmore and Bell.  Stated the purpose of  the meeting is to notify the public that the county is considering issuing Chapter 100 bonds for the project that allows the county to abate taxes that would otherwise
be required to be paid in an effort to attract business into the county. 

Terry Rumery stated this is a good opportunity for Economic Development in the county.  Will help stabilize economy with a “top shelf” company.  MFA has been totally upfront.  The initial pilot payment of “In Lieu of
Taxes” will be $110,000 per year for 20 years.  This $110 will be divided among the entities in the district of
the project.  At the end of 20 years,  taxes return  and the county can expect to collect just under $500,000 in real estate and approx. $13,000 in personal taxes annually  to be distributed to entities.    Attorney Ed Proctor added that the project with MFA is a good substantial organization providing an excellent opportunity for Caldwell County.  Ed recommended proceeding with the project. 

The goal of MFA is  to offer employment to 5 or 6 full time employees and up to 5 part time employees.  Hope
to have up and running in the summer of 2017 and be loading trains by the fall of 2017.

Dayrel Adkison stated that his biggest concern is the partial closing of Sandstone Road and the repair of the
bridge on that same road to make access better.  Asked if MFA will have the right in the future to protest the payment of  the “in lieu of taxes” payment. Answer is  NO, this would be a contractual obligation.  The entire amount of $110,000 will remain the same for 20 years.  What will fluctuate is the percentage paid to an entity because it will be based on tax levies. 

Elizabeth Leader questioned  how 20 years was determined for length of tax abatement.

Answer:  MFA aggressively considered 3 other sites in the state of Missouri as a location for this project.
Other sites were offering abatements with no pilot or “in lieu of taxes” payment.  Commissioners looked
at similar projects in the state, specifically the ethanol plant in Carrollton,  to model the abatement program after.  It is common to offer chapter 100 bonds to any new business and 20 years is a standard length of time to offer the bonds.  However, it is very difficult for small, new businesses to accept due to the cost of processing and legal fees.  

Dayrel Adkison appreciated that the county is trying to take care of county dollars and still be able to entice 
new businesses.

Proposed animal numbers are 432 sows & litters and 3,680 breeding/gestating sows, boars snd gilts.  An office will be constructed adjacent to the farrowing barn.  This will be a class IC CAFO as defined by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources and a class II CAFO as defined by the Caldwell County Health Ortdinance.  

Hog manure generated from production falls beneath the floor of the building into two-foot deep concrete pits 
which will be periodically drained to the existing earthen storage lagoon via permanent sewer piper underground.  The farm will be designed and constructed to meet the current standards of the Missouri
Department of Natural Resources.  The entire nutrient handling and storage structures have been
designed as a no discharge system.  Dead animals will be composted on site and finished compost material
will be land applied.
